the current study, is an analytical study to identify treatment press the
issues of women's education, Saudi Arabia, has been applied form
content analysis on a sample of Newspapers (Okaz - Aljazera -
Alhaiah - Almadena) Saudi daily and, numbered 652, number by 88
number of each newspaper over the full three months, effective Of the
first month of Muharram 1431, until the end of the Rabee Awal 1431,
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approved in 2010, and this research was a descriptive approach in the
context of the sample survey .
Results of the study:

- The case of women's education courses at the top of the issues of
women's education at the level of total four newspapers a rate of
23.7%, followed by the issue of pre-university education government
for women in second place by 21.3%, and then came the issue of
educated women as models in the third place by 17.6%, The case of
constraints Education for women came in fourth place by 16.1%, then
the issue of self-education continued for women in fifth place by
10.4%, came the issue of women's education and the labor market is in
sixth place by 4.6%, came the issue of vocational education for
women in seventh place by 3.7%, came the issue of education
Women's pre-university eighth by 2.4%, came the issue of women's
literacy in the ranked ninth and last down 0.2%, and at every
newspaper, The case of educated women as role models at the top of
the issues of women's education increased in Okaz by 41.5%, in a
newspaper Aljazira was the issue of university education Women's
issues at the top by 30.2%, and in the newspaper Al-Hayah topped the
constraints of women's education ranked by 45.8%, in a newspaper
Almadena came the issue of university education for women at the top
by 29.4%.

- Came the issues of middle school education at the top of the issues
of pre-university education to women on the government just total
newspapers by 46.9%, and average education was also ranked first in
the pre-university education for the National Women by 90.9%.

- The technological education at the top of the issues of continuous
self-learning for women increased by 56.3%.

- Came at the head of social constraints of women's education
constraints by 60.8%.

- The pro-position at the head of the positions that have been used in
addressing the issues of women's education increased by 78.3%.

- Made the quarter-page space on the top of spaces occupied by the
issues of education by 38.7%.

- Treatment news came on the top types of addressing the issues of
women's education increased by 45.4%.

- The monitoring and recording at the head of the goals of education
for women's issues in newspapers around the sum of four newspapers
by 39.2%.
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- Was the logical methods of persuasion in the lead and came where
the provision of evidence and the evidence at the head of persuasion
paths that were used in the presentation of the issues of women's
education increased by 39.0%.

- The news came on top of simple templates written by the issues of
education offered to women by 40.0%.

- For the means of highlighting that was used was the address at the
top means the highlight that was used in the presentation of the issues
of women's education by 44.6%, followed by the colors in the second
place by 28.4%, then the pictures came in third with 15.7% and came
Frames ranked fourth by 6.2%, then the fees at the fifth place by
5.1%.

- We find that the representation of issues of women's education in
terms of quantity daily newspapers Arabia was a little bit, And
especially that there was a whole number of newspapers, the study
sample is not addressing the issues under consideration by the
comparison with what should be, especially in a time when the
Kingdom attaches great importance to women's issues in general and
education issues on their own in particular, as was observed by
descent and duplicates that came ALmadina newspaper in the first
place in terms of attention deployment issues under study, followed by
Al-Jazira newspaper then Okaz newspaper, and finally daily Alhaiah,
as it was observed that there was a good use of the means of
highlighting the different newspapers to view the issues of women's
education are attractive, as the positions of the press to address the
issues in favor of women's education.
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
