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Abstract: This research deals with David Braybrooke’s
theory of "Quality of Life" to find out his philosophical
contribution to it, so we can discover the intellectual frameworks
in which it was created, as well as tracking evolution of the
concept in the writings of some Contemporary philosophers. The
research, therefore, based on the “Critical Analytical method”,
seeks to examine this vital and important concept, especially
although the term is common, it is difficult to define an agreed
meaning to it, and the term is still unclear, as it is used in many
different contexts and for many different purposes, in addition to
the relative novelty of the concept at the level of its philosophical

approaching.
