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Abstract
The study aims to identify the extent to which Egyptian listeners
depend on local Egyptian radios to obtain information about current
events, and the level of public confidence in them. The most
important results concluded that the vast majority of respondents
(90%) found a correlation between the respondents’ exposure to
local radio channels, their awareness of current events and their
belonging to the country.
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
